javadoc is a tool that creates HTML pages from documentation included in Java source files. 

javadoc looks for specially-formatted block comments (that start with /** and end with */) for information to include in the HTML pages it creates. These comments include a main description followed by one or more tags. 

According to the standard java documentation style, every class, method, parameters and every return value should have a comment.

How to document your code 

· A documentation comment begins with /** and ends with */
· Describe the purpose of each class, constructor, method, parameters and return value.
· Line comments (//) are not extracted by javadocs.  They are appropriate for comments that would be important to anyone trying to read and understand the body of your code, and should be used liberally. 

· Any general information that a user of the class or method might need to know is appropriate to include in the comments. 
· Each @tag should be on a separate line, and all the @tags should be listed after any general comments.  

·  For parameters: Use @param followed by the parameter name and a short description. 
· For return values: Use @return followed by a short description.
· For Exceptions: Use @throws Exception_type explanation 
· For Author: Use @author Author. If multiple authors, use multiple @author lines. 

· For version of the file: Use @version Version_information

How to use the javadoc utility

From the command shell you invoke the javadoc utility with the command:

$ javadoc ProgramName.java (for one program)

$ javadoc *.java (for multiple programs in a directory)

The javadoc utility creates a file (ProgramName.html) in HTML format in the directory where your program files live.
