teach English as Second Language and Environmental Con-
servation in the village of Lunugamvehera during the Summer 
2007 with other Nevada and California Phi Theta Kappans at 
the Bridge 2 Peace Montessori School. Lindsay had already 
decided to go before meeting Amali Tower, the cofounder of 
Bridge 2 Peace, presented a seminar at Skyline in February. 

The mission of Bridge 2 Peace, a nongovernmental 
agency, is to empower children through education. After years 
of civil war, the children of Sri Lanka lost their schools in the 
2005 tsunami. 

Lindsay says that when she “heard that Bridge 2 Peace 
was partnering with Phi Theta Kappa Honors Society to open 
volunteer opportunities for interested honors students to teach 
English in Sri Lanka and learn from the Sinhalese culture, I 
was excited and determined to go and try to help.  I am hope-
ful that with enough effort we can raise plenty of donations to 
promote peace, educate and empower the children of Sri 
Lanka!”
