If Luca is a dog, then Luca is an animal.

Luca is an animal if Luca is a dog.

Luca’s being a dog is a sufficient condition for Luca’s being an animal.

Luca’s being an animal is a necessary condition for Luca’s being a dog.

Luca is an animal on the condition that Luca is a dog.

Luca’s being a dog implies that Luca is an animal.
Given that Luca is a dog, Luca is an animal.

Luca is an animal given that Luca is a dog.

Assuming that Luca is a dog, Luca is an animal.

Luca is an animal assuming that Luca is a dog.

Luca is a animal provided that Luca is a dog.

Luca is a dog only if Luca is an animal.

Luca is an animal if only Luca is a dog.
Conjunctions:  T and S
Sally is late and Ted is late.

Sally and Ted are both late.

Sally is late, but Ted is late.

Sally is late, however Ted is late.

It is false that roses are blue.

Roses fail to be blue.

It is not true that roses are blue.
