ICEBREAKING ACTIVITY

Each person in the class will gather three ice breaking activities. These can be from any sources (personal experience, books, internet, or other classes).

You will hand in a hard copy of the three activities. Each activity will be on a separate sheet of paper with complete directions for the facilitation of the activity. Think about having to explain this activity to the class. Be concise, complete, and clear. Have your name and group number on each typed page. Use a 12 point font with one inch margins on all sides.

When you gather into your groups, you will share the individual activities and decide amongst the group which is the best for group functioning and bonding. That activity will be facilitated with the class as a whole. Your group must be able to explain how the activity pertains to group function and bonding.

After the class has done all the groups’ selected activities, the class will vote on the group activity that it considers the best. 

You cannot vote for your own group’s activity. 

Each person will get 10 points for the three activities (10 points total) and the group whose activity is voted the best in the class will get an additional 5 points per person.
