Collage of Your Life

This assignment will be constructed on an 81/2” X 11” Heavy Stock Paper—not loose-leaf paper or printer paper. This is your first assignment using a visual aid.

It will have illustrations relating to three events in your life.

The first will be an event from your youth. A meaningful event that occurred before you reached the University. 
The second will represent your current “self”. Who are you now?

The third will represent what you believe or might want your future will hold.

The collage will have illustrations which you will you to explain your life to the class.

The presentation part of this assignment must be no less than 2 minutes and no more than 3 minutes in length. Please practice for timing. It is important to be developed enough for a 2 minute speech, but not to go over the 3 minute time limit.
All students must be prepared on the first day of presentations. Student volunteers will be taken first. After volunteers are exhausted, students will be called upon at random. If you are not prepared when called upon, you will receive no credit for this assignment.

Please practice your presentation for an extemporaneous style delivery. This includes good eye contact, clear speaking voice, good volume, and removing fillers, such as “like”  “uh” “um” “but” and “and”. 
Practice is the only way to ensure a smooth delivery which is well developed, timely, lacks fillers and maintains a confident extemporaneous style. Remember we are talking about you, so you should not need a complete outline. An index card with minimal notes is acceptable to keep you on track, but can not be read from during your presentation.  Any notes used may be collected to help with grading your presentation.
