Coccidiodomycosis

Symptomatic infection (40% of cases)
San Joaquin Valley Fever, Valley Fever

Flu-like illness with fever, cough,
headaches, rash, and myalgias

Soll in semiarid areas (primarily in the
Lower Sonoran life zone). Endemic Iin the
south-western United States, parts of
Mexico and South America



Coccidiodomycosis

e At RISk:

* Persons in areas with endemic disease
who have occupations exposing them to
dust (e.g., construction or agricultural
workers, and archeologists). High risk
groups are African-Americans and Asians,
pregnant women during the third trimester,
and iImmunocompromised persons.

« Pulmonary Aspergillosis with
Fungus Balls. This patient
complained of hemoptysis and
had a history of sarcoidosis.
Infiltrates, predominantly of the
interstitial type, cavities and
possible adenopathy are
compatible with sarcoid.
Tuberculosis should be
excluded. The masses are
"fungus balls," aspergillomas,
probably responsible for the
hemoptysis. The air fluid level in
the left apex cavity could be due
to infection. Cardiomegaly
probably represents cor
pulmonale.
