Along with Handel, Johann Sebastian Bach is considered the greatest of the baroque composers; so much so that the end of the era known as "Baroque" in music coincides with the year of his death.

Johann Pachelbel (1653-1706)

Canon à 3 on a Ground in D
Pachelbel, who was a famous organist as well as composer, may be said to have been one of Bach's spiritual ancestors.

Tommaso Albinoni (1671-1750)

Adagio in G minor
Albinoni was a man of substantial means; he was a serious minded and well-trained musician and wrote more than 40 operas as well as a great deal of instrumental music.
