Technology Mediated Course Checklist and Instructions
Introduction

As a society we are developing technological tools which have the potential to aid the teaching and learning process. When appropriate, technology may assist learners in achieving their educational goals. Technology Mediated Instruction is an alternate mode of delivery, another tool in the instructor’s toolbox, and should be held accountable to the same standards as any other delivery method. Title V requires that courses “delivered by distance education be reviewed separately and approved according to the district's certified course approval procedures.” The College Curriculum Committee, a standing committee of the College Academic Senate, does such review and approval. The review and approval will use the same standards of course quality as applied to traditional classroom courses and is made with the full involvement of the faculty through the collegial process. The emphasis is centered on the concept that teaching is good teaching, regardless of the medium or method chosen for delivery.

Technology mediated instruction means that the majority of the class is taught through, but not limited to, the following technologies: 

· Audio technologies: radio, phone, voicemail, and audiocassettes.

· Video technologies: television, teleconferencing, prerecorded videocassettes.

· Information technologies: stand-alone work stations, CD ROM, prepackaged multimedia, e-mail, chatrooms and bulletin boards, and the World Wide Web.
