Summary: The fall to spring persistence rate for first-time Skyline College students averaged 63.9% over the past five years. This was just over the statewide
rate of 63.3% for 2003. Persistence rates increased to a peak high of 69.9% with the Fall 2004 cohort. Females generally had higher persistence rates than
males (five-year averages of 64.9% and 63.3%, respectively). Ethnic groups with the highest persistence rates were Asian/Pacific Islander (68.0%), Filipino
(70.4%), and students who belonged to "Other" ethnicities (71.3%). Over the past five years, persistence rates for Asian/Pacific Islander students generally
increased from 59.5% to 71.4%, but generally fell for African American students from 69.8% to 41.2%. Persistence rates decreased as student age increased.
The highest rates were for students age 15 to 17 years (73.4%) and age 18 to 22 years (70.5%).
