   Extensive oral training in Mandarin, A continuation of Chinese 211, with further 
   development of oral communication. Designed for student who like to extend their
   basic skills of spoken Mandarin Chinese. (AA: Area E5c, CSU: Area C2)

Course Content and Student Learning Outcomes:
   Emphasis on further development of practical vocabulary, pronunciation and idiomatic 
   usage, with sufficient grammar to give flexibility to the spoken language. Use of the 
   Pinyin phonetic system to represent the sounds in Mandarin, and substitute for the 
   characters in writing. Course designed for students who like to extend their basic skills
   in spoken Mandarin Chinese. The topics are: making appointment, studying Chinese, 
   school life, shopping, transportation. 

   Upon successful completion of the course, the student will be able to:
Use the phonetic system of Mandarin in pronunciation and tone discrimination efficiently 
Reproduce basic sentence structures in simple task-oriented social functions
Demonstrate suitable oral proficiency in handling the topics covered in the course
Write paragraphs, dialogues and short stories using Pinyin. 
Identify and recognize Chinese cultural norms and customs, comparing and contrasting them with mainstream norms and customs in the United States
